If you go to the cinema tonight, you may see something that’ll shock you: an advert in support of a
campaign to stop the sale of ivory. “... a fabulously rare piece, lots of interest on the book...”

The scene is an auction house. A superbly carved elephant tusk is up for sale. The bidding goes up and
up until ... “... at 85,000 pounds then, lady in the green dress...” ... a woman wins. “... going, going...” And
at that moment blood splutters across her face.

It’s so shocking I yelled out loud when | watched it. As long as ivory is sold, the advert says, elephants
are being killed. Earlier this month, Britain announced its intention to ban the sale of ivory within the UK. But
the countries of the European Union are being pretty keen on keeping the trade with each other in ivory, and
the cinema advert is intended to put pressure on them. It wants to make people feel the same sense of disgust
for ivory that they might feel if they saw someone walking down the street in a tiger skin coat. You might say
that stopping the sale of a piece of 300-year-old ivory won’t save the life of one single elephant today, but the
aim of Britain’s ban is to make people feel there’s something unpleasant and wrong about the use of ivory
itself. And it can work.

“China can be a global leader in the fight against illegal wildlife trade...” Three years ago, Prince William
went to China and appealed to President Xi Jinping in person. “If I may add one final heartfelt message, it is
that ultimately ending demand for ivory is down to citizens across the world. No tradition or fashion is worth
the extinction of an entire species.” It was a big gamble, but it paid off handsomely: President Xi not only
listened, he did what Prince William wanted. Large numbers of Chinese factories where ivory was carved have
closed down. The trade in China is in steep decline, and that’s having a big effect elsewhere. In Kenya, which
burns the illegal ivory it captures, conservation experts say the price of ivory is dropping dramatically. In 2012
it was 2,050 US dollars a kilo, today it’s 30 dollars — a drop of 88% in just six years. Soon, it may not be worth
a poacher’s while to kill elephants, and local communities will benefit from greater tourism.

A few countries, including South Africa, Zimbabwe and Namibia, still want to carry on trading in ivory,
but for now there’s a moratorium on that. Eighteen other African nations have adopted the elephant protection
initiative to stop the trade in ivory altogether, which, as we’ve seen, is still thriving within the EU.
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
