Solving the mystery of Hieroglyphics

For almost two thousand years the symbols and inscriptions which people (1) (carve) onto the
great monuments of ancient Egypt were a complete mystery. They were (2) _ (obvious / obviously) a kind
of writing, but nobody knew what they meant.

Then, in 1799, (3) __ French officer discovered a strange stone in (4) _ small Egyptian town of
Rosetta.

The name of Samuel Johnson is, of course, not the greatest in English prose, but even today it is still
the most (1) (a. familiar/ b. acquainted/ ¢. familiarized).

Music Magazine Has Eye On China

While many of us are (1) of the environmental damage done by plastic, (2)  people know
about the (3)  from the ubiquity of microplastics. Scientists first found them in our bodies more than a
decade ago. (4) , researchers have now found them in the human heart. Scientists at the Beijing Anzhen
Hospital in China (§)  cardiac tissue (6)  from 15 patients (7) _ heart (8) . After
analyzing the samples, they discovered tiny pieces of plastic, from a multitude of sources. They included a
plastic commonly used as a shatter-proof alternative to glass, a polythene widely used in clothing and food
containers, and a polyvinyl chloride used in construction.

The scientists reported finding "tens to thousands of individual microplastic pieces in most tissue
samples". They reckon the average person (9)  around five grams of microplastics a week, or 52,000
particles a year. Microplastics are so prevalent that they make up 39 per cent of dust particles in our homes.
Scientists say these tiny (10)  are near-impossible to remove from the body. They say it is becoming
critical to limit the amount of plastic we breathe in, ingest, swallow or absorb.

When Niger's President was taken into custody,
Secretary of State Antony Blinken immediately
called him to emphasize that the U.S. stood with
the Nigerien people and condemned "this effort to
seize power by force". U.S. law mandates the cutoff
of funds and assistance and the law bars the release
of those funds until the secretary of state certifies
to Congress that democracy is restored. By the
letter of the law, it would seem obvious that U.S.
aid to Niger will now be suspended after this week's
developments.

Burkina Faso, a small country in West Africa now
ruled by a junta, is another case study. After
Burkinabe forces deposed the President,
Washington restricted $ 0.6 billion in U.S. aid to
the country. Yet at the same time, the Biden
administration sought to maintain some relations
with the new authorities, if only because local
jihadist groups were overpowering the state. While
U.S. aid restrictions would be respected, the State
Department wrote "We will need to identify areas
where it is justifiable given the government's
progress towards a democratic transition."
