Everybody knows that eating carrots is good for our eyesight. Anew (1) suggests that grapes are
also good for our eyes. Researchers from the National University of Singapore have found that eating just a
few grapes a day can improve our (2) . This is especially so for people who are older. Dr Eun Kim, the
