Some major news organizations
are putting the boot in with coverage that
emphasizes what we already know: that
Biden, at 82, is old and less than vibrant.

In an extensive video interview posted
online recently by an independent media
organization, Biden sounded cogent and
eloquent. Granted, the interview
was non-combative; rather,
it was respectful. But it was also
substantive, and Biden sounded
determined as he pledged to attend
next month’s inauguration.
