‘In 1988 I was watching a television programme called Record Breakers, when a man called Creighton

he knew a good technique. So I spent a lot of time trying to discover my own technique and, about three months
later, I had begun to perfect one.’

‘The way I remembered was to give each card a personality. I started with the court cards. I (6)
their faces, and they (7) me of family or famous people and me of friends. I then had to come up with
a system that would make me remember the number cards as people as well. For example, I would think of the
six of spades as Sylvester Stallone because the initials of both are 'S.S.".

‘Four years after seeing Creighton Carvello perform his feat on Record Breakers, 1 (8) a risk
and gave up my job.

‘Some people are surprised that, at 42, I can still be a champion, but it's not true that memory fades with
age.
